Grillo, Libellula Colomba Bianca  Sicily, Italy      	 8.25	 24	 33
Grillo is the King of  Sicilian white grape varieties, and we would say it’s like a fuller funkier 
version of  Pinot Grigio. It has a slightly herbal character and just loves to be paired up with 
seafood.  

Chenin Blanc, Wild Garden  Cape Coast, South Africa    	 7.75	 22.5	 31
Probably the most consistent grape variety in the world, it’s just so hard to find a poor one. 
Pronounced green apple and lime are leading the charge here.

This is a rock star of  a wine from our friends in sunny Puglia. Imagine a beautiful rich 
Chardonnay but with a super aromatic alter-ego. We absolutely love it, the straw yellow colour 
even looks like sunshine in a glass.
